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MEMORANDOM OF UNDERSTANDING 

BETWEEN 

OHIO COMMUNITY COMPUTING NETWORK 

AND

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING is made this Date: February 8, 2007 by and between the Ohio Community Computing Center Network (OCCN) and OSU Extension acting by and through properly authorized officials.

The host site is presently operating a community technology center or service that is up-to-date with its annual OCCN membership dues.

OCCN has agreed to provide the use of a VISTA, and the host site has agreed to accept the use of a VISTA volunteer to facilitate in making computer and telecommunications technology available and accessible to users of its community; and

The host site will cooperate with OCCN in the oversight and supervision of the work of the VISTA volunteer in accordance with The Corporation for National and Community Service (CNCS) provisions;

It is agreed by the parties as follows:

SECTION 1

DURATION


This memorandum of understanding shall become effective on the date it is fully executed and shall terminate concurrently with the VISTA volunteer’s year(s) of service.

SECTION 2 

OCCN AND PARTICIPATING SITE RESPONSIBILITIES

OCCN and the host site agree to act as partners and to cooperate in the assignment of a VISTA volunteer from the CNCS.  The host site will have the primary responsibility for overseeing and supervising the VISTA volunteer.

The host site will nominate a paid employee of the organization to serve as Site Supervisor to the VISTA and aid in reporting.

The host site will develop an On-Site Orientation to take place during the first week of VISTA service to help affiliate the VISTA with his/her host site.

The host site will ensure that the VISTA attends all mandatory CNCS and OCCN VISTA trainings throughout his/her year of service.

The host site will provide adequate office space and office supplies.  The host site will provide access to communications technology (i.e. phone, fax, Internet).

The host site will submit the required reporting by the stated deadline (i.e. completed monthly workplans, timesheets by the 7th day after the end of each month and quarterly progress reports within 20 days of the end of the quarter).

 The host site will conduct weekly meetings between the VISTA and the Site Supervisor to report accomplishments and plan future work.

The host site will notify OCCN immediately of any difficulties with hosting an OCCN VISTA volunteer.

The site supervisor will attend the mandatory “Nuts and Bolts” Training for Site Supervisors provided by CNCS.  The site supervisor will not receive travel reimbursement.

The host site will keep their OCCN affiliate membership dues current during the duration of the VISTA’s term.

OCCN will provide bi-weekly living allowance payments to the VISTA volunteers via direct deposit.

OCCN will provide an annual OCCN VISTA Training and will reimburse the VISTA for travel costs.

SECTION 3

NONDISCRIMINATION


No person with responsibilities in the operation of the project shall discriminate with respect to any aspect of the project because of race, creed, belief, color, national origin, sex, age, handicap, sexual orientation or political affiliation.

SECTION 4

DELEGATION AND SUBCONTRACTING


Neither party shall delegate or assign any of its obligations or duties hereunder this memorandum of understanding without the written consent of the other party.

SECTION 5

SUPPLEMENTAL PAYMENT PROHIBITED


The allowances provided to VISTA volunteers are designed to permit the VISTA volunteer to live at the economic level of the persons being served, as required by law.  Neither party shall supplement these allowances and must assure that others do not do so.  CNCS does allow the provision of housing to the VISTA volunteer but cash payment to or through the VISTA volunteer is strictly prohibited.

SECTION 6

LEGAL RESTRICTIONS


The parties agree that no VISTA volunteers assigned under this agreement shall participate in:


(a) Partisan and non-partisan political activities, including voter registration.

(b) Direct or indirect attempts to influence passage or defeat of legislation or proposals by initiative petition.

(c) Labor or anti-labor organizations or related activities.

(d) Religious instructions, conduct worship services, proselytization, or any other religious activity as part of their duties.

SECTION 7

MISCELLANEOUS RESTRICTIONS


The parties further agree not to:


(a) Carry out projects resulting in the identification of such projects with partisan or non-partisan political activities, including voter registration activities, or providing voters transportation to the polls.

(b) Assign VISTA volunteers to activities with would result in the displacement of employed workers, or impair existing contracts for service.

(c) Accept, or permit the acceptance of compensation for the service of VISTA volunteers.

(d) Approve the involvement of any VISTA volunteers assigned to it in planning, initiating, participating in, or otherwise aiding or assisting in any demonstration whatsoever.

SECTION 9

AMENDMENTS 


This memorandum of understanding may be amended at any time by an agreement in writing executed by authorizing representatives of the parties.

SECTION 10

All notices and communications required to be given under this memorandum of understanding shall be directed to:

TERMINATION


Either party may terminate this agreement at any time by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing to the other party of its intent to terminate, suspend or refuse to renew this agreement.
